Requirements for Royal College registration for Spanish vets:

Please note that all the documents should be A4 format and sent to E&J as clear and legible copies.

· Passport or Identity Card (DNI) 

· Veterinary Diploma (original and translation). If you still have not got your final diploma (the big one) then you will need: 
a/ Resguardo del titulo (original and translation)
b/ Academic Record (expediente academico) (original and translation)
· Letter of Good Standing  from the dean of your faculty  (Certificado de buen comportamiento profesional del decano de  tu  facultad de veterinaria) (original and translation)  but this is only if you graduated in the last three months BUT if you graduated later than that you need the Letter of Good Professional standing from the registration authority in your country (Colegio Oficial de Veterinarios)
What does the letter of good professional standing should include? (check if the below is included in the letter before sending to E&J)

1. The letter of good professional standing must state an exact day of issuing e.g. 1 January 2011, 23 March, 2011.
2. That the person has been registered with the Veterinary College since ….. (the exact date) having the membership number ….. (state the number) 

3. During the period as a member of the Veterinary College, the person has not had any proceedings or sanctions started against her/his for professional reasons and her/his conduct has been impeccable. 

OR

During the period she/he has always showed a high and impeccable professional reputation and has never undergone a disciplinary record or sanction.
